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You are the teacher: ethics, environmental and legal factors
Instructions

You will be working in your groups to prepare a lesson for teaching next week.  You may or may not be required to actually teach it – your teacher will tell you at the end of this lesson.
Be careful with your timings.  You need to have enough material to fill the whole lesson. You need to create:
A starter activity

This is a short task lasting roughly 5 minutes and related to the topic.  It must interest and engage the other students right at the start of the lesson.

The starter can be a paper-based task to be completed individually or a group based task.

As you won’t have a lot of time for the starter it needs to be something that can be explained very quickly and precisely.

The main lesson

You will need to introduce the topic to the rest of the class.  This can be done in a number of different ways – be inventive!

You need to create a task or a number of tasks that will enable the other students to find out further information about the topic for themselves.  

It is important that each student ends up with a comprehensive set of notes by the end of the lesson – even if you have to provide them!

The plenary

It is important that you find out if the other students have learned something from your lesson.  Even more importantly you need to know that they understood the topic and if there is anything that they need further clarification about.

Create a task that will provide these answers for you.  Some possible ideas (there are many more you could come up with):

· a quick quiz or test

· students write a summary or a couple of sentences about what they have learned today

· a class discussion or targeted questions from you 

The homework

Create a homework task that will take students approximately 30 minutes to complete. The task should aim to expand students’ knowledge and further develop their understanding of today’s topic.
